Neufeld, to elect Brandon Musser as Commission Vice Chairman. Motion carried. Vote:
5-0

B.2. Previous meeting minutes: Brandon Musser moved, second by Fritz Neufeld, that
the minutes of October 27, 2025, meeting be approved. Motion carried. Vote: 5-0
Bethany added that she will redact all personal information from the meeting minutes’
attachments before distribution of the minutes. Brandon Musser moved, second by Fritz
Neufeld, to approve the minutes of the December 15, 2025, meeting. Motion carried.
Vote: 5-0

C. Public Requests:

Paul Inman, of Locust Point Rd., said a camera was pointed at his property from the
property next door. The presence of the camera is threatening. He asked if an
ordinance could be developed to protect individual privacy from unwarranted
surveillance.

Michele Luckenbaugh, of Bowers Bridge Rd. read an Elegy for the Fields of Conewago.
In it she pointed out that soil is not an empty canvas available for speculation, and that
health and safety are not luxuries, but birthrights. When the reading was completed,
she received applause from those in attendance.

Tyler Ligey, of Locust Point Rd., said he is unable to get a mortgage on a home while it
is included in an Industrial Zone.

James Zander, of Bremer Rd., asked about a possible discussion open to anyone, to
learn more about data centers and who has any interest is them. He also asked what
the potential overlay might mean.

Daryl concluded the public comment by saying that a new draft of the applicable
ordinance has not been completed, nor the potential overlay. He also introduced Ben
Parks, who is the new member of the Planning Commission.



D. Old Business: None.
E. New Business: Rezoning along Locust Point Rd., E. Andes Rd., and Jug Rd.

Properties at 505, 565, 575, 585, 595, 605, 775, and 815 Locust Point Rd., and 5 and
40 E. Andes Rd. are all currently zoned Industrial and are requesting to be rezoned to
Agricultural. All the potential use of Industrial zoning has been used, and the presence
of residential use is not allowed. Derek added that it is time to clean up what is left.
Several of the people who live there have had trouble getting a mortgage or using their
property for other uses on a residence in an Industrial Zone. Although not all the
property locations meet the Agriculture Zone requirements, the change will allow the
properties to return to residential use. These requests were facilitated by the township.

Regarding the properties at 265, 255, 245, and 235 Jug Rd., they are currently zoned
R-2, and the properties at 385 and 390 Jug Rd. are currently zoned R-1. Austin
Anderson of Jug Rd. said he already has livestock and would like to continue farming
with animals on his listed properties. Corey Nade of Jug Rd. added that his listed
properties have been an active farm since 1966. Anthony Lee, also with a Jug Rd. listed
property, wants to continue the agriculture way of life to pass it along to his kids. All
these requests were initiated by residents of the township.

Brandon Musser moved, second by Lawrence Kauffman, to recommend approval of the
requests to rezone the properties listed above to Agriculture Zone. Motion carried. Vote:
5-0

F. Adjournment: With all the agenda items covered, Daryl Hull adjourned this meeting
at 6:39 PM. Motion carried. Vote: 5-0 The next meeting scheduled is March 23, 2026.
